MOTION by Ritzer, seconded by Crandall, to approve the agenda as submitted, with the following
changes:

Motion carried unanimously.

WRIGHT COUNTY SHERIFF DEPUTY REPORT

Deputy Wilmes of Wright County Sheriff Department was at the meeting. He said things are pretty quiet.
There is a lot of traffic on 1-94 and Highway 24. He was asked if any of the burglary activity that
Albertville was experiencing was seen in the Clearwater area. He said not that he was aware of.

OLD BUSINESS

Update on City Administrator Recruiting Process

Interim Administrator Derus briefly explained the City Administrator-in-Training ad has only been out for
about a week. There are 8 applications in, with a little more than a week to go. There are a few that look
promising at this point. The ad has been well received.

Solar Project Update

Bob Derus updated the Council on the solar project. Xcel has agreed to replace the transformer, but the

City will have to pay for wiring. John Schmidt is scheduled to meet with the electrician on Wednesday,
January 24.

MOTION by Ranum, seconded by Crandall, to authorize staff to move forward with the wiring, based
on John’s recommendation.

Motion carried unanimously.

NEW BUSINESS

EDA/Planning Commission Appointments

MOTION by Ritzer, seconded by Crandall, to reappoint Lynn Crandall and Robert Watson to the
Planning Commission.

Motion carried unanimously.

MOTION by Ritzer, seconded by Crandall, to reappoint Scott Gjevre to the EDA.
Motion Carried unanimously.

The Council briefly discussed the remaining one opening on the Planning Commission and also one
opening on the EDA. Member Ritzer thought he might have a potential Planning Commission candidate.
He will forward the name to Member Crandall. Mayor Edmonson said the EDA is working on recruiting
a local business person.

Board of Equalization Training
Council briefly discussed who was currently trained. Derus will look into it and report it to Council.



REPORTS
Mayor and Council
Mayor Edmonson Reported on the Following:

Sewer Authority-
Edmonson reported that he and Clear Lake Mayor Goenner with the Citys’ legislators on 1/08/15 in St.
Paul to map out a game plan for the $2 million bond grant request. After those discussions, and after
Senator Brown and Representative Newberger submitted their files to their committees, a lobbyist
contacted Mayor Edmonson about representing the Sewer Authority, to work to get the bond request
passed. At the Sewer Authority meeting on 1/15/2015 consultant Mike Miller of The Miller Group was
retained to represent the Sewer Authorities interests during the 2015 session. Member Ranum asked if he
could be copied on this matter. Mayor Edmonson said he would.

City of Clearwater- Sewer Authority debt restructuring/refinancing
The Sewer Authority researching with the PFA the possibility of restructuring our existing debt. Debt
service payments on the PFA debt could potentially drop approximately $182,000. Members generally
thought it would be a good idea to look into it.

Initiative Foundation- Re: Hotel Feasibility Study-

The Initiative Foundation was been in contact with Mayor Edmonson and Administrator Derus last week
and this week, regarding the acceptance of our funding request. They met today (Tuesday Jan. 20™) to
finalize their final funding decisions. Their maximum contribution would be $2,500. Our original estimate
for the study was $8,000-$10,000. The Initiative Foundation has communicated that the study may not be
necessary, due to the fact that the information we are looking to gather might be collected through another
source. Mayor Edmonson received the contact information for that source, and sent them an introduction
email today, and he will follow up with them and report back.

Boards

Park Board
Member Ritzer reported that the Park Board is looking at two grants for the Lions Park. He also
mentioned that they were getting a bid from Brian Praske for design and it was % of the previous bid.
The Park Board is planning an open house in March. There was a question about an easement for
Eldorado. Staff will follow up.

Planning and Zoning
Member Crandall mentioned the Planning and Zoning meeting will be next Tuesday.

Office Staff
City Admin Derus mentioned that he is working with the Library to send out requests for contribution to
the Clearwater Library. He also stated that Wright County was going to conduct Fire Training on January
26 and February 23, so there could not be any other meetings on those nights. Derus mentioned that he
has a weekly staff meeting. He also mentioned that he will be out of town. Members thought they
possibly could cancel the meeting, depending what there was on the agenda.
