The 2019 Annual Report and the Monthly Calls Report for February 2020 are both attached for your 
review. 
 

6. Old Business   
a. Utility Updates 

Please see attached memo and reports from the Finance Director as a followup to the items 
requested by council at the last meeting.  Overall, it seems methods of allocating staff costs have 
led to some of the reserves declining.  We will review timecards and time spent, and make 
adjustments to these allocations in the upcoming budget cycle.  Even so, it appears that rates 
have not been consistently adjusted as our costs have increased.  Staff continues to recommend 
at least a minor rate increase to improve our reserve position until we can have more detailed 
discussions during the budget cycle. 

b. Res 2020-23 - Authorizing PFA Loan Application for I94 Water Main Loop Project 
Please see attached resolution authorizing our loan application to PFA.  The application deadline 
is March 31, 2020.  We are not obligated to take the funds if the project does not proceed.  
However, we have to apply now if we think there is a chance the project will move forward this 
year.

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c. I94 Pedestrian Crossing Update 
The City Engineer received the attached response from MnDot regarding the requested 
pedestrian bridge.  Engineer Kannas will give an overview and provide an outline of the next steps 
at the meeting. 

d. Business License Ordinance Discussion 
Member Scott requested this item be added to the agenda.  I have reviewed the previous 
ordinance, and believe it requires some modifications before re-adopting or re-implementing.  I 
would like to have some time to draft amendments to be discussed at a future workshop meeting, 
possibly in April. 

 
7. New Business 

a. Approving Support for Widening of I94 
Please see attached materials, requesting our support for widening I94 from Albertville to 
Monticello.  If the council has no objections, I will send a letter of support.  The deadline in the 
letter is actually wrong, they want our response by late March. 

b. Res 2020-19 – Approving Signatories for Municipal Accounts 
We need to amend our authorized signers for the city’s accounts.  As Treasurer, I need to be a 
signer.  In addition, I need to be a signer to authorize changes to the account. 

c. Res 2020-20 – Appointing Park Commission Member and Declaring Vacancy 
After reviewing our historical appointments, I learned that Park Commission members Vasecka 
and Dufour’s terms ended December 31, 2019.  Member Vasecka wishes to remain on, and 
Member Dufour has not responded to phone calls or email messages.  Staff are recommending in 
the attached resolution that the council re-appoint Vasecka and declare a vacancy for Dufour’s 
position. 

d. Res 2020-21 – Approving Contract with Northland Securities 
The city has received a request for TIF assistance from the developer of the apartments project 
that was approved in January.  The city’s financial advisor has submitted the attached 
contract/scope of services to provide professional services related to this request.  Costs of these 
services will be covered by the developer. 

e. Res 2020-22 – Approving Step Scale Amendment and Staff Promotion 
Following a recent performance review for public works staffer James Kirchenbauer, the Public 
Works Supervisor and I are recommending that James receive a promotion.  In order to 
accommodate the promotion for James and to create an incentive for other entry level staffers to 
stay on, I am recommending we add a new position of Public Works Maintenance Worker II to our 
existing step scale.  The requirements to be eligible for promotion to this position are outlined on 
the attached step scale proposal.  Please see attached resolution amending the city’s step 
program and approving promotion of Public Works staffer James Kirchenbauer to Maintenance 
Worker II, step 1. 

f. Authorizing Attorney Review 
I am requesting council authorization to have an outside attorney review three items on behalf of 
the city on a single project basis.  I estimate it will run to about 10 hours or less of service.  Given 
that most attorneys bill in the $150-$250 per hour range, I expect this will cost about $1,500 - 
$2,500 for hourly rates.  There may be some additional administrative charges, too.  I have 
requested cost quotes, but don’t know if I will have them before Monday’s meeting.  I would like 
to have council authorization before proceeding for up to $5,000.  If the estimates come back 
higher, I will bring this back for reconsideration. 

g. Res 2020-24 – Certifying Lien for Unpaid Charges 
Please see attached resolution certifying unpaid utility charges. 
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h. Authorizing Fire Truck Repairs 
Staff are asking for approval to proceed with repairs to one of our fire trucks that incurred 
damage as part of the Becker facility fire in February.  We have a cost estimate for repairs that is 
just under $6,000.  We will also file a claim to insurance so that we can seem reimbursement from 
Becker for these costs.

REGULAR CITY COUNCIL MEETING 
FEBRUARY 10, 2020 

 
1. Call to Order and Pledge of Allegiance:  7:00 p.m. Council Chambers 

− Mayor Lawrence called the Clearwater City Council to order Monday, February 10th, 2020 at 7:00 
p.m. in the council chambers.  Members present were Mayor Lawrence, Council Members Petty, 
Scott, and Kruchten.  Member Crandall was absent.  Also present were members of the Public, 
Staff and Press. 

 
2. Approval of Agenda 

− MOTION by Scott to approve the agenda as presented, seconded by Kruchten, all voted aye.  
MOTION CARRIED. 

 
3. Public Comment 

− None. 
 

4. Consent Agenda 
a. Claims/Accounts Payable in the Amount of $71,963.17. 
b. Approval of 01-27-20 City Council Workshop Meeting Minutes 
c. Approval of 01-27-20 Regular City Council Meeting Minutes 
d. Res 2020-11 – Approving Temporary Gambling Permit 
− MOTION by Kruchten to approve the Consent Agenda as presented, seconded by Petty, all voted 

aye.  MOTION CARRIED. 
 
5. Wright County Sheriff Deputy Report 

− Deputy Linn provided a review of the monthly calls.  Members asked about gas drive-offs.  The 
number of drive-offs has recently declined.  Additional security measures at local stations and law 
changes have made it easier to track the drivers, which has led to a reduction in the numbers.  

 
6. Old Business 

a. Discussion of Utility Rates 
− Finance Director Lindrud gave a preliminary analysis of utility rates.  Her recommendation is that 

the Council consider a rate increase for all utilities.  The projections show water and sewer cash 
reserve balances going negative within a few years, even with significant rate increases.  Members 
stated that the water fund had been healthy until very recently.  They asked Lindrud to review 
historical data to see if we could determine what has caused the change in position.  Members 
also asked if she could run a new projection that excludes the I94 Water Main Loop Project and 
shows the impact of existing debt coming off. 

b. Consider Proposal for Concrete Repairs – El Dorado Park 
− Engineer Kannas outlined his memo to address cracks in the concrete slab that was poured in El 

Dorado Park last summer.  The contractor, R&D Concrete, has stated that the cracks were caused 
by the engineer’s poor design and is demanding payment in full.  The engineer has stated that the 
cracks were caused by a number of factors outlined in the memo, all of which relate to faulty 
installation.  The engineer is proposing the city attempt to address the cracking with a sealant that 
has an estimated cost of $1,200 and withhold an additional $18,000 for further repairs if the 
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sealant doesn’t work.  The contractor doesn’t agree with the engineer’s position, but wants to 
receive at least a partial payment, as there has been none to date since the concrete was poured 
last July. 

− MOTION by Lawrence to approve payment to R&D Concrete in the amount of $37,040 per the 
engineer’s proposal, seconded by Petty, all voted aye.  MOTION CARRIED. 

− Member Scott noted that he still believes the engineer should be doing more on this project. 
c. Authorize Negotiations with MnDOT for I94 Pedestrian Crossing 
− Engineer Kannas explained to the Council that a previous meeting had been held by MnDOT to 

explain their upcoming bridge project in Clearwater.  The city had requested to add a pedestrian 
bridge crossing as part of the project.  MnDOT asked the city to provide additional details about 
the preferred crossing.  We are now asking for authorization to respond to MnDOT with a formal 
written request to have the pedestrian crossing included in the bridge project.  Members would 
also like clarification on who would maintain the pedestrian crossing after it is built. 

− MOTION by Petty directing city engineer to send letter to MnDOT requesting inclusion of a 
pedestrian bridge over I94 as part of their 2025 bridge project, seconded by Scott, all voted aye.  
MOTION CARRIED. 

d. Authorize Desktop Hydrogeologic Study 
− Member Petty recused himself due to a conflict of interest. 
− Engineer Kannas provided background on the city’s wellhead protection plan area and how to 

mitigate drinking water risks in the area.  He recommends the city proceed with a desktop study 
to determine if there are feasible alternate locations for the city’s wells. 

− Member Kruchten asked if the city’s water towers would have to move.  Kannas stated probably 
not. 

− Member Kruchten asked how the I94 Water Main Loop project would be impacted.  Kannas stated 
that it was possible that another crossing could be needed in the future as a result of moving 
wells, however, the study would need to be completed first before exploring that. 

− MOTION by Kruchten to authorize the expenditure of $6,500 for the desktop study, seconded by 
Scott, all voted aye with Member Petty recused.  MOTION CARRIED 3-0. 

e. Discussion - Blaine Brothers Reimbursement Request 
− Member Petty recused himself due to a conflict of interest. 
− Engineer Kannas explained the memo from the prior engineer Joe Pelawa, recommending 

reimbursement to Blaine Brothers for stormwater improvements completed by them in 
preparation for the city’s potential County Road 75 Stormwater Project.  These were additional 
costs incurred by the contractor for infrastructure that is for the city. 

− Mayor Lawrence asked members what direction they would like to go with this item.  Overall 
consensus was that Blaine Brothers should be reimbursed. 

− Mayor Lawrence suggested we follow the engineer’s suggestion to apply this as a credit towards 
future special assessments for the County Road 75 Stormwater Project.  If the project doesn’t 
proceed, we could revisit within 6 months to determine another course of action. 

− MOTION by Lawrence to approve a credit in the amount of $97,240 towards future special 
assessments, seconded by Kruchten, all voted aye with Petty recused.  MOTION CARRIED 3-0. 

f. Res 2020-02 – Approving Purchase of Fire Engine 
− Items 6(f), 6(g), and 6(h) were discussed and considered together. 
− Mayor Lawrence reiterated the letter from the townships, opposed to the fire engine purchase. 
− Member Kruchten had done some research and located a used vehicle similar to the one proposed 

for purchase by the Fire Department.  Public Works Supervisor Schmidt had looked at the vehicle 
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and brought back photos.  Concerns were raised over the condition of the vehicle and the fact 
that it had been a salvage vehicle that had been partially underwater for an unknown amount of 
time in Texas.  Concerns were raised over additional needed repairs and the accompanying costs.  
In addition, concerns were raised about the electrical systems and the fact that this vehicle had 
an outside pump panel rather than inside, which is a problem in cold weather. 

− Member Kruchten thought that if we had more time to look, other used options could be found.  
He also expressed concerns about the cost of a new vehicle and our lack of a fire protection 
contract with the townships for next year. 

− Member Scott thanked Member Kruchten for doing the extra work to locate a used option. 
− Member Petty also expressed concern about the lack of fire protection contracts but stated that 

we need to rely on our staff to know what their needs are, as they are the ones fighting the fires. 
− Mayor Lawrence had concerns about the fact that Council has not had much time to consider this.  

She understands the Fire Department has worked on it for several months but stated that Council 
needed time to process the request. 

− Member Petty is also concerned about future needs. 
− Fire Chief Pridgeon agreed that there were other equipment needs coming up.  He stated that the 

department had applied for grants but kept getting turned down. 
− Fire Department Member Eldred explained that the Department had put a lot of time and effort 

into the design of this vehicle.  They had understood that this was in the budget and were 
disappointed to learn that it was not.  If the Council wants them to return to the drawing board 
to try to cut out some items to save money, they would do so.  When members questioned what 
items they could cut, there were no clear answers.  Eldred stated they had cut a lot of things out 
already to get to what they thought was within the budget guidelines that had been given to them. 

− Mayor Lawrence asked if there was a motion to approve the purchase of the used vehicle.  There 
were none. 

− MOTION by Lawrence to approve Resolution 2020-02, Purchase of a new Fire Engine in the 
amount of $771,714, seconded by Kruchten.  Voting Aye were Lawrence, Kruchten, and Petty.  
Voting nay was Scott.  MOTION CARRIED 3-1. 

g. Res 2020-12 – Approving Purchase of Used Fire Engine 
− Resolution considered but failed for a lack of motion to approve. 
h. Res 2020-13 – Approving Reimbursement Resolution 
− Resolution pulled as it was no longer needed following approval of item 6(f). 
i. 2019 Contract Payment from Lynden Township 
− Administrator Smythe explained that the city had been holding on to a check from Lynden 

Township in payment for the second half Fire Protection fees.  The check was for an amount less 
than billed, so had been held for several months.  Smythe is unsure if the dispute over the billed 
amount was resolved before former Administrator Kress left.  However, since the difference in 
the amount is less than $300 and attorney’s fees spent on the matter have already exceeded that 
amount, she recommends we accept it and close the matter. 

− MOTION by Scott to accept payment, seconded by Lawrence, all voted aye.  MOTION CARRIED. 
 

7. New Business 
a. Consider Fire Relief Association Pension Increase 
− MOTION by Lawrence to approve increase to Fire Relief Association pension amount to $1,750, 

seconded by Petty, all voted aye.  MOTION CARRIED. 
b. Discussion of City Facility Needs 
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− Member Kruchten would like the Council to consider the city’s future facility needs.  Staff 
requested that the Council set up a committee to research needs and put together proposals for 
consideration. 

− Member Kruchten volunteered to serve on a Facility Needs Committee.  Additional members will 
include representatives from Administration, Public Works, and Fire Department staff, along with 
interested members of the public. 

c. Authorize 2020 Clean-up Day 
− Members selected April 25, 2020 as City Clean-up Day, and authorized fees based on the schedule 

sent by the waste contractor. 
d. Complaint – Request for a Stop Sign 
− Smythe explained that the city had received a complaint about a lack of stop sign at the exit from 

Blaine Brothers parking lot. 
− MOTION by Scott to place a sign, seconded by Kruchten, all voted aye.  MOTION CARRIED. 

 
8. Committee Reports

representatives, where we discussed revisiting their rental agreements.  Further discussions will 
take place this spring.  There was also discussion of the city welcome signs, which are moving 
ahead. 

− The Sewer Authority had a special meeting to address a personnel issue.  A staff member resigned 
his position following the meeting. 

− Park Commission met and received a report from the local ball team.  The ball team is requesting 
priority scheduling of the ball field.  They will provide their schedule to staff as soon as it is 
available.

STRAY IMPOUND AGREEMENT

This agreement is between the municipality of _________________________________ and the Tri-County 

Humane Society. 

 
The following is mutually agreeing by the parties: 

1. That the Tri-County Humane Society (TCHS) agrees to provide the following services: 

a. Housing for stray or abandoned animals that are retrieved or legally seized by your municipality’s 

community service officer (CSO), animal control officer (ACO), or other authorized representative, or for 

stray animals that are brought into the shelter by a citizen and verbal permission is given by your agency via 

phone for intake.  TCHS will receive, feed, house and care for all dogs, cats, and other domestic animals 

impounded from the above mentioned municipality.   

b. Hold stray animals for a minimum of five working days and seized animals for up to 10 working days as per 

Minnesota State Statute 343.235. 

c. Vaccinate, de-worm, and evaluate animal for medical treatment deemed necessary. 

d. At the end of the five-day hold for stray or ten-day hold for seized animals, claim the impounded animals as 

property of the TCHS. 

e. Euthanize and dispose of animals not claimed or adopted. 

f. Handle all telephone calls that come to this office in respect to the animals in possession. 

g. Charge any citizen claiming their animal the impoundment fee, regardless of the period of impoundment. 

h. Publicize stray animals impounded in an attempt to locate the owner. 

 

2. That_____________________________________ will: 

a. Deliver or authorize delivery of all stray or seized animals within their municipality to the TCHS. 

b. Provide a list of names and phone numbers of those who can be called for authorization.  (see reverse side) 

c. Pay the TCHS the costs per schedule accrued for the housing, care and euthanizing/disposal of impounded 

animals. 

 

SCHEDULE  

 Holding per day:  $15.00 dog, cat or other / per cage  

a. Seized animal held for a maximum of 10 days ($150) 

b. Stray animal held for a minimum of 5 days ($75) 

 $25.00 euthanasia and disposal fee/ per animal when applicable will be in addition to above set 

holding fee    

 

d. Notify the municipality clerk of the billing report of animals delivered, to approve charges for animals. 

e. Refer to a veterinarian in regards to any animals that are obviously sick, injured, dangerous, or suspected of 

having rabies.

The City of Clearwater has a long history of contracting with the Sheriff’s Office for 

their law enforcement services.  In 2005, the law enforcement contract was 

increased from 4 hour to 8 hours a day. In 2008 the law enforcement coverage was 

increased to 12 hours a day.  In January of 2014, Clearwater reduced from 12 

hours a day to 8 hours a day which is their current level of coverage. 
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2019 Activity 
Sheriff Deputies responded to 1,825 calls for service in Clearwater in 2019.  Of 

those calls for service, 1,099 incidents turned into a case report and required 

further investigation by the deputies.  The summaries below contain a snapshot of 

Clearwater’s 2019 law enforcement activity.

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The Special Investigations Unit (SIU) is part of the Wright County Sheriff’s Office Criminal 

Investigations Division.  The unit is comprised of a sergeant and two full time deputies.  This is 

the only plain clothes and unmarked unit within the Sheriff’s Office.  Due to SIU’s unique 

ability to blend in with the public, they are often utilized in situations where a marked patrol 

unit would not be feasible.  This includes the arrest of people with warrants who commonly 

flee when confronted by a uniformed deputy or conducting surveillance of locations with 

suspected criminal activity.  One of the main functions of SIU is to investigate drug crimes 

within Wright County.  This is accomplished through investigative work, speaking with 

concerned citizens and informants, collaborating with other law enforcement agencies, 

utilizing social media, and through physical and electronic surveillance.  SIU serves 

approximately 70 search warrants per year within the county along with assisting other local 

agencies with some of their search warrants.  SIU also handles the civil forfeiture of cash, 

vehicles and firearms when their use or possession was related to controlled substance. 
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The Major Crimes Investigation Unit (MCIU) is responsible for documenting and processing 

crime scenes and evidence collected from scenes. The unit will respond when needed for 

death investigations, assaults, robberies, burglaries, or any scene where advanced skills and 

processing techniques are needed to collect and document evidence. MCIU also responds to 

motor vehicle crashes resulting in serious injuries or death. Besides documenting the crime 

scenes, MCIU is trained in processing evidence for latent prints, DNA evidence, tire and shoe 

tread patterns, tool mark evidence, biological stains, and trace evidence. Most of the evidence 

collected is sent to the Midwest Regional Forensic Laboratory where further analysis and 

comparison is done and hopefully identifications are made.

Background 
Staff began analyzing the water and sewer enterprise funds to see the impact the I94 Watermain Loop project would 
have on the water fund’s cash balance.  The water fund has historically not been generating enough revenues to cover 
expenses.  The sewer fund has been generating enough revenues to cover expenses, but not expenses and debt 
payments.  The City made a $500,000 transfer to the Sewer Fund in 2016 to help cover the debt service payments, cash 
has been increasing each year since 2017. 
 
Water and sewer rates have remained the same from 2013 through 2017.  The rates increased 2% in 2018 and were 
not increased in 2019 or 2020.  In addition, the SAC fees were reduced by $2,312 in 2019 and the EDA Growth incentive 
program provided further discounts to the WAC and SAC fees to qualifying new homes. 
 
The I94 watermain loop project will be funded with an PFA loan of approximately $1,500,000.  This would increase the 
debt service payments for the water fund by approximately $90,000 per year. 
 
Water and Sewer Fund Analysis 
I have provided historical data from 2016 with projected data through 2028 for both the water and sewer funds in the 
attached exhibit.  An inflation rate of 3% was used for both funds projected expenses.  
 
The budgeted expenses for the water fund are currently exceeding budgeted revenues by approximately $53,000.  
After reviewing the line item detail, the largest areas of impact are the increased payroll expenses related to the City 
Administrator allocation change and the addition of two full time Public Works employees in 2019 and a part time 
Finance Director in 2020.  There was also an increase in software costs related to the new water meter software and 
increased engineering fees related to the I94 watermain project. 
 
The largest increase to the sewer funds expenses are related to the same payroll changes listed for the water fund.  
There was also a $9,580 increase in budgeted expenses from the Sewer Authority for usage. 
 
Recommendations 
I would recommend revisiting the WAC and SAC fees and increase those to help offset the cost of the debt service for 
both funds.  I would also recommend raising sewer rates per the attached exhibit.  The sewer fund would be above the 
desired minimum balance and could begin repaying the $500,000 interfund loan back to the general fund by 2028. 
 
If the I94 watermain project were to move forward the water rates would also need to be raised, but the fund would 
still operate in a deficit until future development were to occur to add new users to the system. 
 
I would also recommend that the City Staff further analyze both funds planned maintenance projects as well as future 
capital purchases.  Wage allocations should also be reviewed at this time to ensure they accurately reflect the 
percentage to time each employee is dedicating to water or sewer related activities.

FINANCIAL PLANNING AGREEMENT 
BY AND BETWEEN 

THE CITY OF CLEARWATER 
AND 

NORTHLAND SECURITIES, INC. 
TAX INCREMENT FINANCING DISTRICT (REDEVELOPMENT) 

This Agreement made and entered into by and between the City of Clearwater, Minnesota 
(hereinafter "City") and Northland Securities, Inc., of Minneapolis, Minnesota (hereinafter "NSI"). 

WITNESSETH 
WHEREAS, the City desires to use the services of NSI for financial planning assistance related 
the establishment of a new tax increment financing redevelopment district (the “TIF District”). 

WHEREAS, the Project is intended solely for financial planning and NSI is not providing advice 
on the timing, terms, structure or similar matters related to a specific bond issue. 

WHEREAS, NSI desires to furnish services to the City as hereinafter described. 

NOW, THEREFORE, it is agreed by and between the parties as follows: 

SERVICES TO BE PROVIDED BY NSI 
The scope of work will undertake the process to establish the proposed tax increment financing 
district.  Legal services to review the TIF plan and the approving resolution are not provided by 
NSI and are not subject to this agreement.  Inspection services to determine if the project meets 
the definition of “Substandard Building” as defined by Minnesota Statutes, Section 469.174, 
subdivision 10, are not provided by NSI and are not subject to this agreement.  

NSI will provide the following services: 

1. Collect data for the TIF District, including: 
• Parcel identification numbers for all parcels within the Development District and TIF 

District. 
• Estimated market value and tax capacity value for all parcels within the TIF District. 
• Current property tax rates for all jurisdictions. 
• City map showing project location and parcel boundaries. 

2. Evaluate and advise City on type of TIF district. 
3. Provide guidance on statutory findings. 
4. Collect data about the Project, including: 

• Type, size, value, and timing of proposed development. 
• Activities and estimated costs (project budget) to be paid by the TIF District. 

5. Review basis for findings for establishing TIF District, including: 
• Statutory criteria for proposed district. 
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• Developer justification (“but for”) for the use of tax increment. 

• Review of Developer project pro forma and operating pro forma. 

6. Determine basic understanding of key criteria for the process including: 
• Boundaries of Development District. 
• Specific development objectives to address in the planning documents beyond the 

proposed project. 
• Official newspaper and publication schedule. 
• Attorney that will review the plan and final resolution. 

7. Obtain any additional data not collected in #1, including: 
• Building permits issued for parcels in the TIF District over the past 18 months. 
• Current comprehensive plan. 

8. Set and distribute calendar of meetings and key dates. 

9. Prepare notice of hearing and comply with statutory requirements for mailing and 
publication. 

10. Assist the City and City’s attorney with drafting of the development agreement, if 
applicable, for the Project. 

11. Prepare planning documents including program for the Development District and plan for 
the TIF District. 

12. Distribute draft planning documents with letter of explanation and other supporting 
information to county and school district. 

13. Prepare resolutions authorizing the District and approving the plan. 

14. Prepare and distribute resolution for planning commission findings, if necessary (scope 
does not include NSI attendance at planning commission meeting). 

15. Prepare and distribute packet for public hearing including TIF plan and approving 
resolution. 

16. Attend and facilitate discussion at public hearing. 

17. Prepare TIF transcript (electronic document). 

18. Submit district for certification by the county. 

19. File district with the State. 

COMPENSATION 
The budget for undertaking the tasks in this agreement is an amount not to exceed $9,000.  The 
amount is based on the estimated number of hours required to complete these tasks at an 
hourly billing rate of $200 per hour plus reimbursable expenses for travel, printing, and 
mailing.  NSI will bill on a monthly basis for actual services performed and reimbursable 
expenses.  
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The City may at its discretion authorize NSI to undertake additional tasks, including meeting 
attendance, beyond the tasks listed above.  Additional planning services will be billed monthly 
at a rate of $200 per hour.   

Invoices will detail the work performed, requested compensation for the period and show 
amounts previously billed. 

ASSIGNED NORTHLAND EMPLOYEE 
The NSI employee responsible for providing services pursuant to this agreement and for the 
services performed is Jessica Green. 

SUCCESSORS OR ASSIGNS 
The terms and provisions of this Agreement are binding upon and inure to the benefit of the City 
and NSI and their successors or assigns. 

DISCLAIMER 
In performing service under this agreement, NSI is relying on the accuracy of information 
provided by the Developer and the City and the services provided by Northland are based on 
current State Law.  The parties agree that the Minnesota property tax system and other laws may 
change and may affect the accuracy and validity of services provided by NSI.  NSI will perform 
its work using the best available information.  The City recognizes and accepts that future 
property values, tax levies and tax rates may vary from the assumptions used by NSI and such 
changes may affect the work product produced and provided by NSI. 

TERM OF THIS AGREEMENT 
This Agreement may be terminated by thirty (30) days written notice by either the City or NSI.  
In the event of early termination by the City, NSI shall provide the City with an itemized hourly 
statement of services already provided.  All billable hours by NSI shall be billed at the stated 
hourly rates should early termination occur.
